SICILY ITINERARY
Day 1 Oc1ober 17 - Departure from the USA.  Leave the U.S. on your overnight flight to Sicily

Day 2 October 18 (Palermo)  TOUR OF PALERMO.  Upon arrival, proceed through customs and collect your luggage.  Transfer to your hotel  located in Palermo on the bay where you will stay for four nights.  Palermo, Sicily’s capital, owes its name to its location on the sea.  It prospered under the Romans, but its high point in art and culture was under the Arabs.  Later when the Normans invaded Sicily, it became the capital of their kingdom.  Architecturally, Palermo flourished in the 17th and 18th centuries, and its Baroque buildings evoke this period.  After checking in at the hotel and some time to rest, enjoy a short orientation tour of the city.  In the evening, a welcome dinner of traditional Sicilian cuisine will be at a local restaurant. (D)
Day 3 October 19 (Palermo)  PALERMO and MONREALE.  After breakfast at the hotel, tour the city center of Palermo to see the old avenues, the Arabic neighborhoods, the iconic cathedrals, and the Teatro Massimo, Palermo’s elegant Opera House.  The guided tour also includes a visit to the Palatine Chapel inside the Norman Palace and the magnificent cathedral.  The tour continues to Monreale, a small hill town just outside Palermo home to a lovely Norman cathedral and beautiful Cloisters with panoramic views from the “royal mountain”.  Continue on a scenic drive across the green countryside to reach a local farm where a traditional lunch will be served.  After lunch, return to Palermo to spend your afternoon with free time to explore Palermo. (B, L) 

Day 4 October 20 (Palermo)  SEGESTA.  After breakfast, travel to Segesta which, according to legends, was the ancient capital of the Elymians and was founded by a civilization exiled from Troy.  There is an incredible Doric temple that has survived the many invaders of Sicily.   It sits majestically in a valley surrounded by hills where once a thriving city existed.  Very little remains of the city, except for an unusual semicircular theater, or amphitheater, which faces the sea to the north.  Enjoy lunch at Baglio or “Baglio Fontanasalsa”, a restaurant near Trapani which serves country-style lunch with simple, delicious Sicilian products that have passed from generation to generation.  Return to Palermo after lunch.  (B, L)

Day 5 October 21 (Palermo)  CEFALU.  Enjoy breakfast at your hotel followed by free time to enjoy a relaxing morning by the pool or to do some shopping in town. (There is an optional cooking program and light lunch in the morning priced at $95 available.)   Depart in the early afternoon for a visit to Cefalù with your tour manager. Cefalù was founded on a hillside facing the sea near Palermo.  It retains its medieval appearance with the center of the town located around a Norman cathedral which was built by Roger II in the 12th century.  As a leading bishopric, Cefalu has many churches. The homes in the town have interesting architectural details, and the many shops offer an array of local crafts.  There is a lovely beach with fine sand in the town.  Enjoy dinner at a local restaurant facing the blue sea.  Return to Palermo after dinner. (B, D)  

Day 6 October 22 (Naxos) AGRIGENTO, VILLA DEL CASALE AT PIAZZA ARMERINA, and GIARDINI NAXOS (NAXOS).  After breakfast depart for Naxos.  On the way, visit Agrigento and Villa Del Casale at Piazza Armerina.  At Agrigento, discover the ruins of the Valley of the Temples, where the city’s ancient architects erected most of their sacred buildings during the fifth century B.C.  The four major temples, some of the most impressive Greek ruins of the Mediterranean, were, and are, stunning, reflecting the wealth and luxury of ancient Agrigento.  Next visit Villa del Casale at Piazza Armerina, a Roman villa known for its beautiful well-preserved Roman mosaics.  It was part of a late 3d and early 4th century A.D. Roman estate and is one of the most important archaeological sites in Sicily because of its unusually beautiful, detailed mosaics which have weathered floods and other natural calamities which affected the estate through the years.  The villa was discovered in the late 19th century and restoration and excavations continue to the present.  Continue to Naxos where you will stay for four nights.  Enjoy dinner at the hotel. (B, D)
Day 7 October 23 (Naxos)  NAXOS AND TAORMINA.  After breakfast, enjoy a free morning exploring Naxos on your own or relax either on the lovely beach or by the hotel pool.  In the afternoon take a guided tour of nearby Taormina which stands high on Monte Tauro.  The town is Sicily’s best known, most beautiful resort.  Taormina overlooks the sea, facing Mount Etna.  The guided walking tour includes Via Piazza Vittorio Emanuele, which is on the site of the Roman Forum, the Palazzo Corvaja, the recently unearthed remains of an imperial Roman bath, and the magnificent Teatro Greco, a Roman reconstruction of an earlier Greek theatre.  Enjoy free time to enjoy the local cafes or to do some shopping.  Dinner will be at restaurant above Taormina with a magnificent view of the town and sea below. (B, D)
Day 8 October 24 (Naxos)  AEOLIAN ISLANDS.  After breakfast, depart on a full day trip to the Aeolian Islands, located northest of Sicily in the Tyrrhenian Sea.  There are seven islands and many uninhabited islets that make up the Aeolian Archipelago, designated a UNESCO World Heritage Site.  Their volcanic origins created a varied landscape of black-sand beaches, smoldering craters, and majestic rocky coastlines.  The islands were named for Aeolus, the Greek god of wind.  There is an active volcano on the island of Vulcano and another one on the island of Stromboli.  Enjoy a visit to Lipari with its lovely buildings and shops or an optional volcanic mud bath while on Vulcano.  Enjoy lunch on Vulcano.  Return to Naxos in the evening. (B, L)
Day 9 October 25 (Naxos)  SIRACUSA.  After breakfast, depart for a tour of Siracusa, an ancient city founded by the Greeks from Corinth, and once the most important city in the Western World.  Siracusa reached its zenith in the 5th century B.C. when it ruled all of Sicily.  In the unique Parco Archeologico, the impressive ruins include the magnificent Greek Theatre, one of the biggest and best preserved in the entire Mediterranean, situated adjacent to a large Roman coliseum and an ancient quarry possessing such remarkable acoustics that Caravaggio called it “Orecchio de Dioniso” (the ear of Dionysius).  Next visit the nearby beautiful island of Ortygia.  Here, amid the artistic vestiges of over 2500 years of history, walk streets once trod by Pindar, Aeschylus, Plato, Cicero, and Archimedes.  Explore the Piazza Archimede, the legendary Fonte Aretusa (Fountain of Arethusa), and Siracusa’s historically unique Duomo, a building that has been a Greek temple, a Moslem mosque, and a Christian church clearly visible in the architecture of the building.  Return to Naxos in the afternoon and enjoy the Farewell Dinner at the hotel. (B, D)
Day 10 October 26  DEPARTURE DAY.  After breakfast, depart to the airport for your flight home or short flight to Malta for the optional Malta Extension. (B)

Day 1 October 14  Depart Philadelphia for Naples
Day 2 October 15 (Naples) Upon arrival, proceed through customs, collect your luggage, and meet your guide.  Transfer by coach to your waterfront hotel. Enjoy some time to relax and then meet your guide for your introduction to Naples. As the capital of the Campania region, Naples is known for its history, art, culture, and, especially, cuisine.  Enjoy a panoramic tour of the historical center of Naples to see Old Town, Castel dell’Ovo, Piazza del Plebiscito, and San Carlo Theatre. Optional afternoon trip to Procida if time permits.  Enjoy a delicious pizza dinner in Naples to celebrate the most famous dish of Naples. (D)
Day 3 October 16 (Naples) Amalfi Coast  After breakfast enjoy at day on the amazing Amalfi Coast with visits to Sorrento, Positano, Ravello, and Amalfi. The first view of Amalfi is unforgettable, with its tightly packed villas and palaces seeming to tumble down the cliff side into the fishing port and beach below. Lunch is included today in the Amalfi area. (B, L)

Day 4 October 17 (Naples) Pompeii and Herculaneum After breakfast drive to Pompei, a Roman town just as it was 2000 years ago before Mt Vesuvius erupted.   Explore the major portions of the town.  In the afternoon visit Herculaneum, an ancient Roman city also buried by the eruption of Mt. Vesuvius.  Both are World Heritage Sites that provide an amazing picture of life at the height of the Roman Empire. (B)

Day 5 October 18 Naples - Sicily After breakfast, transfer to the airport to join your main tour of Sicily.

Day 10 October 26 (Valletta)  Malta

After breakfast, transfer to the airport for your short flight to Malta.  Upon arrival, enjoy a city tour of Valletta beginning with the Barracca Gardens which were built on the defensive bastions that surround this majestic city.  These gardens, built by the Knights of St. John, command breathtaking views of the Grand Harbour and the fortified Three Cities.  Next visit St. John`s Co-Cathedral featuring a beautiful Baroque interior, including the acclaimed Caravaggio painting in the Oratory.  Enjoy the Church Museum showcasing beautiful Flemish tapestries on display, followed by an overview of the capital’s buildings of historical importance including the Grand Master`s Palace.  After checking into your hotel, your guide will provide a walking orientation tour of the area around your hotel.  Dinner is at the hotel. (B, D)

Day 11 October 27 (Valetta)  Malta Medina - Marsaxlokk

After breakfast at the hotel, discover Medieval Medina known as the 'silent city' whose rich history your guide will explain.  Explore its secretive narrow winding streets to discover the dwarfed doorways to reach the city's bastions for a stunning, panoramic view of the island.  The tour continues with a visit to the Dingli Cliffs, the highest cliffs on the island.  From there, look out to the island of Filfla.  Then proceed to the serene bay of Marsaxlokk, the main fishing village on Malta to see the luzzus, the typical Maltese fishing boats in their traditional colors, on the bay.  Along the bay is a promenade with the open-air market that is held daily.  Enjoy leisure time before returning to the hotel. (B)

Day 12 October 28 (Valletta)  Valletta - Gozo

After breakfast enjoy a trip to Gozo, Malta's sister island, located 20 minutes away by ferry.  The two islands are similar in their natural beauty.  Tour the megalithic temples of Ggantijja, the oldest freestanding temples in the world and the tour the ramparts of the fortified capitall city of Victoria that dominate the island.  Towards sunset visit Dwerjra to see the last rays of light as the sun disappears beyond the horizon and the dark blue of the sea becomes an inky black.  After dinner, return to Malta. (B, D)
Day 13 October 29 (Valletta) Valletta
After breakfast enjoy a free day to explore the island or enjoy the pool or spa.  At the end of the day there will be a Farewell Dinner at the hotel or nearby restaurant.  (B, D)

Day 14 October 30 DEPART FOR HOME or Join the Rhone-Soane River Cruise.

After breakfast, depart for the airport for the flight back home or depart for the Rhone-Soane River Cruise. (B)
